The 
workshop will emphasize the construction of barns, noting 
the interesting variations and styles of barns found 
throughout the country and the beauty in art that they 
portray. The class will be studying painting techniques in 
textures, from the woods to the shingling and metal roofs, as 
well as the unique compositions derived from the 

placement of barns in accordance with their terrain or use. This is one of Luke’s favorite special interest 
subjects.
