mural was designed so that each person could creatively paint his or her own small section. After the festival,
Boyle put on finishing touches that made the mural come together as a whole. Boyle designed and directed a three-
panel water-themed community project at Raven Hill Discovery Center in East Jordan during the summer of 2018
and a welcome sign in 2019 illustrating the science, history and art aspects of Raven Hill’s mission. “There’s a
special energy, when people are painting together - a peaceful, purposeful excitement,” says Boyle. “And I love
seeing the community’s pride in the mural they created.” In 2021, Kelly painted two dinosaur panels for the new
Connections Trail at Raven Hill. This year the workshop will focus on individual panels with that same “special
energy, when people are painting together - a peaceful, purposeful excitement.”
