Last year, East Jordan middle/high school Spanish students, along with other northern Michigan
students, participated in an innovation design project sponsored by Cooper Hewitt, Smithsonian Design
Museum. The Youth Innovation in Rural America (YIRA) projects were all about bridging the gap
between creative design principles and novel solutions. The 2023 East Jordan Spanish class’s YIRA
project was chosen to be part of Cooper Hewitt’s Making Home—Smithsonian Design Triennial
exhibition. Recently, the Smithsonian invited EJ students to attend the Making Home opening to see their
work.
